Two rounds of 18 holes each will be played on Saturday, 28" August, and the first 30 competitors and those tying for 30" place over the 36 holes will qualify to play
a further two rounds on Sunday, 29th August. The competitor returning the lowest scratch aggregate over 72 holes will be the winner of the Championship and will
hold the Tournament Trophy for one year & will receive a silver gilt medal, In the event of a tie after 4 rounds there will be hole by hole play off after the last player
has completed the course.

Prize Vouchers to the value of £450, £280, £180, £130, £110, £80, £65, £55, £50, £45 (total £1445) will be presented to the competitors who return the lowest
aggregate scores.

The Tournament Committee reserves the right to reject any entry and to alter and amend the conditions (R & A Rules apply). After commencement of the
Championship, withdrawal will be permitted only in exceptional circumstances and upon an explanation acceptable to the Tournament Committee. A breach of this
rule will result in entries for future years not being accepted.
